On Bill Financing

Energy suppliers collect the repayment of a loan through energy bills. It leverages the
relationship, which exists between a utility and its customer in order to facilitate access to
funding for sustainable energy investments.

It is
a standardization of measures and loan contracts, which
several UK local authorities set up in collaboration with
private delivery partners).

Contracting (EPC)

EPC is a contractual arrangement between a beneficiary and an Energy Service Company
(ESCO) about energy efficiency improvements or renewables installations. Normally an ESCO
implements the measures and offers the know-how and monitoring during the whole term of
the contract. Essentially the ESCO will not receive its payment unless the project delivers
energy savings/production as expected.

Soft loans, loan

- Soft loan schemes (below market rates and longer payback periods) and loan guarantees
(buffer by first losses of non-payment) are mechanisms whereby public funding
facilitates/triggers investments in EPC.

- Portfolio guarantees for ESCOs reduces the risks of payment delays, so reduces the overall
costs of financing (solid protection from later payments).

Revolving Loan funds

A revolving loan fund is a source of money from which loans are made for multiple sustainable
energy projects. Revolving funds can provide loans for projects that do not have access to
other types of loans from financial institutions, or can provide loans at a below-market rate of
interest (soft loans).
